(No co-authored 
stories.)  Stories can be 
fact, fiction, prose, or 
poetry.

Word Count 
Kindergarten and First Grade stories must have a 
minimum of 50 or maximum of 200 words. Second 
and Third Grade stories must have a minimum  of 

100 or maximum of 350 words.   
The word count includes “a,” “an,” & “the,” 
but not the words on non-story pages  

Story Text 
Text must be printed legibly (or typed). 
Children who cannot write may dictate 

their story to an adult. Text may be inte-
grated into the illustration pages or on individual 
pages. Non-English text must be translated on the 
same page, and the translation text must adhere to 
the word count. Invented spelling is accepted.   

Format & Illustrations 
Stories must have at least five (5) original, clear, and 
colorful illustrations. Original photographs, collages 
and 3-D art are acceptable. Stories must be created  
on one side of the  paper and numbered on the 
back of each page. 

Official Entry Form 
Entry Form must be complete, legible, and must in-
clude parent (and teacher, if appropriate) signature.
